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IQAC REPORT FOR THE YEAR 2007-2008
Part – A : Plan of Action


The primary objective of higher education is to provide necessary inputs for specific skills, competencies and qualifications required for the market. In the process, it facilitates the growth and development of individuals and enables them to recognize their own positions vis-à-vis the larger concerns of society. It also assists them in identifying areas where in they can contribute their share to the well being of society. Therefore, quality education is instrumental in facilitating integrated development of youth with a focus on providing professional competencies and equipping with life skills to cope with challenges of life. Keeping this inview, the Internal Quality Assurance Cell ( IQAC) has chalked out the following plan of action for the academic year 2007-2008.
a) To organize at least two national seminars 

b) To provide additional inputs to the students through extension lectures.

c) To organize field trips to the commerce, arts & science students separately to have exposure to industry and outside world.

d) To establish English language laboratory to improve the soft skills of the students.

e) To encourage the organizing of symposia by each of the departments of the college.

f) To conduct the remedial classes to academically weak students and special classes to advanced students.

g) To collect feed back from the students on the performance of teacher and thereby taking necessary corrective steps, if required.
h) To strengthen the activities of the Alumni Association.

i) To organize Inter-Collegiate students meet to develop interactive skills of the students.

j) To undertake awareness programmes on AIDS, Eye donation, cancer, environmental protection etc. 

k) To provide better library facilities and to impart training to librarian on Networking of college libraries through inflibnet at Ahmedabad.

l) To improve the infrastructural facilities in the college.

m) To introduce need based and job oriented courses to suit the requirements of the industry.

n) To establish JKC training centre in collaboration with Commissionerate of Collegiate Education, Hyderabad.  
o) To encourage the faculty members to take up Minor Research Projects.

p) To initiate steps for campus placement programmes on a regular basis.

1.      Activities undertaken

· Dr. R. Sadanandam got State best Teacher Award from the Govt. of A.P., Dr. R. Saibaba & Dr. M. Dharmender Rao have been felicitated by Lions Club International, Hyderabad on the occasion of Teachers Day.
· Three of our colleagues Dr. R. Saibaba, Dr. Ch. Satyanarayana Reddy and  Dr. P. Ramadevi have given supervisorship by Kakatiya University to guide Ph.D and M.Phil. candidates.

· 45 seminars / workshops / conferences have been attended by our staff members at different parts of the country.

· Received sanction for two National Seminars from UGC and IQAC, NAAC, Bangalore.

· JKC training programme has been commenced and 53 students have been trained for their placement programme.

· Campus placement programme has been held.

· Regular interactive sessions have been organized with students, parents and alumni to improve further the academic standards of  the institution 

· NSS, games & sports, NCC, cultural activities have been intensified.

2. 
New Academic programmes initiated at UG and PG levels.

During this academic year MCA, MBA (II section),                      M.Sc.( Chemistry ) , M.Sc (Physics) courses have been commenced. New proposals are submitted for starting M.Sc ( Computers) and BA (Journalism) from the academic year 2008-2009, keeping in view the demand for the courses. Management has initiated steps for providing infrastructure, keeping inview the demand for the courses.
3. 
Innovation in curricular design and transaction. 

The common core curriculum for UG courses is developed by the State Council of Higher Education, Hyderabad and implemented by the universities, whereas PG curriculum is developed by universities concerned. The Board of studies will formulate the syllabus and on the approval of Executive Council it is implemented by the colleges works under the jurisdiction of the University. Most of our staff members are members on the board of studies of different faculties. The teaching faculty took active role in the department meeting in designing the syllabi of B.A., B.Com. & B.Sc. courses.

4.        Inter - disciplinary programmes.
In this academic year also, inter disciplinary programmes have been organized to improve the knowledge, analytical ability and cognitive skills of the students. The various programmes undertaken by the college are detailed below.

Programmes on Tissue culture, Microbiology, PCR Techniqus, Protoplast fusion technique, UV spectro – photometer were undertaken by the departments of Botany and Bio-technology.

An inter disciplinary programme of Crystallography, for the benefit of Biology and Chemistry students was organized by the Department of Physics.

Department of Political Science has organized a symposium on “Ethical Values and  Students”. 
Department of Economics has organized a seminar on Role of Banks in Indian Economy – Innovations in Banking sector to B.A., B.Com. students.

Dr. Rudra Saibaba of Department of Commerce has delivered an extension lecture on career guidance & planning to B.A. students.
5.         Examination Reforms Implemented
The college has continued the conduct of Quarterly, Half yearly and Pre-final examinations apart from slip tests. The valued answer scripts were distributed to the students within a week’s time and  the doubts were clarified.  The lists of the candidates who did not take up examinations were displayed on the notice board and letters were also sent to the parents informing the performance of the students in the examinations. Question Banks were supplied to the students before the pre-final examinations to make them perfect for KU examination. The Question Banks for practical examinations prescribed by K.U. have been taken up by all the departments and the students are well trained for the end examinations.

A Brief note on the National Seminar :
A “National Seminar on Current Trends in Biotechnology” was organized by the Department of Biotechnology on 30th November and Ist December 2007. The seminar was sponsored by the University Grants Commission, SERO, Hyderabad. The target group of the seminar is the faculty engaging PG & UG classes, research scholars and PG and UG students studying Biotechnology, Zoology, Botany, Microbiology and Biochemistry. The main objective of the seminar was to develop scientific attitude among the students with regard to biotechnology and inspire them to make their career out of it by exposing them to recent developments through interaction with eminent scientists, resource persons, experts of biotech industry. Different committees were constituted to organize the seminar successfully.

Community Services :

The college has been rendering services to the society by undertaking following activities.

Activities of Guidance and counseling Unit. 

It is the practice of the college to constitute a Guidance and counseling committee along with all other committees. This committee members offer regular guidance and counseling to all the students. It emphasized the need for career planning and given information about various opportunities which can be availed by students. In the library, all the books meant for the use of job seekers are kept in separate shelves for daily use. We are subscribing important journals, magazines and dailies which are useful for the students. The students who got selected for interview in different companies have been given training for ‘Mock Interview’.  We maintain a separate Notice Board for displaying latest information on the employment opportunities. The students were allowed to interact with the Committee Members between 3 p.m. and 4. p.m. for any clarifications and suggestions. We maintain a separate file for the students who come for the counseling. The form contains information on personal details of the candidates, their problems and suggestions offered. Recently the college has gone for establishment of JKC centre in our premises in collaboration with Commissioner of Collegiate Education, Hyderabad. This helps us to give proper training, counseling and guidance to the career oriented students. 

In PG block also, a separate Guidance and Counseling committee is constituted to provide guidance and counseling to the students. It organized a number of extension lectures to improve their communication skills and overall personality. The staff members and Director interact with the students and stress upon career planning and development. The Management is also quite encouraging for any activity pertaining to students counseling and guidance and funds were given liberally.

Placement services provided to students.

A separate placement cell is created for both UG and PG courses and members and placement officers of placement committees have done excellent job in getting employment to our students. 

At UG level :

This year our college has given a training programme to outgoing students for a placement in Infosys. Two mentors for training programme were sent to “Resource persons training programme “at Indira Priyadarshini womens college, Hyderabad and Govt. Degree College for Women, Begumpet, Hyderabad. This two-day programme is organized by Commissioner of Collegiate Education, Hyderabad. Dr. P. Ramadevi, Mentor for communication skills and Dr. Rudra Saibaba, Placement Officer and Mentor for Analytical skills have trained 53 students (selected through written exam) for two months and 43 candidates have gone for Infosys campus selection programme held at S.R.R. College,  Karimnagar on 6th January 2008. Out of 43, 14 students got through written exam and 11 were selected for Group Discussions and all the 11 were selected for final interview and got placement also. Development Programmes for Non-teaching staff.

The Non-teaching staff were given training programme in the areas of Computers by the Department of Computer Science. Healthy Practices of the Institution.

The college has tradition of adopting the healthy Practices as recommended by members of IQAC during 2007-2008. The college has adopted the following Healthy Practices for the overall development of students:

1. “Earn while you learn” project of the Department of Poultry Science has provided an opportunity to learn the practical aspects of Poultry Industry by the students in the college itself. It also generates income for the trainees. During 2007-2008, three batches of ‘Earn while you learn’ project have been organized.  In the first batch 200 birds were reared and students earned a net profit Rs. 3600/-. In the second batch 200 birds were reared and a profit of          Rs. 3312/-  is earned and in the last batch again 200 birds were reared and earned a profit of Rs. 3152/-.

2. Department of Poultry has provided opportunities not only for the regular students of the college, but offered training to young uneducated graduates of Warangal. It provided not only training for them, but also helped them to get placement opportunities in reputed Poultry industries.

3. College has organized a number of Study tours / Industrial tours / Historical tours / Botanical tours to help the students to gain the practical knowledge in the areas concerned. It has organized the following tours during the year 2007-2008.

a. Department of Poultry Science has conducted a study tour to Research Poultry Directorate, Govt. of India and Veternary P.G. College, Rajendranagar, Hyderabad on 4-11-2007, it made arrangements to visit the poultry exhibition held at Hyderabad.

b. Department of Bio-Technology has taken 18 students to CCMB Labs, Hyderabad and Miss Ameena Fathima accompanied them.

c. Department of Botany has organized a Botanical tour to Ramappa & Laknavaram for the B.Sc. (BZC) III year students. The students were explained about the Bio-diversity of natural habitats. The students have collected different species of plants to prepare Herbarium.

d. Department of History has organized a study tour to Ramappa Temple on 7-12-2007. The importance of Ramappa has been explained by Sri. A. Raghuvender Reddy, Lecturer in History, to the B.A. III students. The tour is organized with the financial assistance of the college. 

e. Department of Political Science has organized a tour to Ramappa Temple and Laknavaram for B.A. III year EM students on 6-1-2008 and explained the Political Scenario of Kakatiyas and the construction of Ramappa Temple and Laknavaram Lake.

f. Department of Chemistry of PG Centre has visited  ESPI & Sri Krishna Pharmaceuticals,  Hyderabad on 21-03-2008 and gained the practical knowledge of the industry. Our beloved Secretary-cum-Correspondent Dr. B. Prabha Shankar has made all the arrangements for the students to learn many practical aspects.  

4. Conducting regular slilptests, Quarterly, Halfyearly, and Terminal Examinations for the evaluation of academic performance of the students.

5. Academically weak students are identified by the teachers concerned and remedial classes have been conducted. 

6. Various surveys have been undertaken by the students and reports are prepared and presented to appropriate authority.

7. Arranging interactive sessions of students, teachers and parents every year to improve the quality education imparted in the college.

8. Provides financial assistance to poor and deserving students by the staff and Alumni Associations. 

9. Meritorious students are honoured with gold medals by the management and Alumni Associations. 

10. Concerned teachers prepared question bank and synopsis which are supplied to the students. 

11. Arranging extension lectures by all the departments at an average of 3 per year. Synopsis of lecture is also prepared and kept in the records of the departments concerned.

12. Offering free Computer Awareness Programme to all the students of the college and they are provided with basic literature of computers. 

13. Organizing Mr. Commerce, young manager competitions at college and district levels.

14. Organizing Commerce students meet, Renaissance Management students meet at University and state levels to develop their skills and knowledge required for the industry. Poultry Day celebrations were also held to highlight the importance of Poultry products.
15. The college has the tradition of organizing at least two blood donation camps every year. This year Lions club of Warangal, And Lions Club International have organized camps at our college.

16. Undertaking social awareness programmes which are useful to the society like AIDS awareness, Consumer awareness, Eye donation, Literacy awareness, Clean & Green in rural areas by the college students. 

17. Felicitating staff members on getting state awards,  or and on completing Silver Jubilee service in the college. 

18. Sponsoring the teachers for on the job training to acquaint themselves with the latest development in the industry.

19. Creation of JKC in collaboration with CCE, Govt. of AP., Hyderabad and sponsoring mentors for training at Hyderabad. 

20. The Management is providing financial assistance for organizing seminars, symposia, conferences, workshops etc. 

21. Creation of placement cell and providing employment opportunities by contacting repute firms for campus interviews.

22. Conducting Mock-interviews to train the students to improve their communicative and interactive skills.

23. Improving soft-skills of the students by using the well established language laboratory inaugurated during 2007-2008 academic year.

24. Making use of the complaint box to review the academic programmes and to improvise them for future. 

25. Celebrating important days of the year like parents day, NCC day, sports & Games day, cultural and co-curricular activities day, Commerce day, Poultry day etc. 

26. The college canteen is providing all the food items to retain the candidates in the campus till the classes are over for the day. On 30 November 2007, the college has developed ‘egg canteen’ which is inaugurated by Prof. Arjula R. Reddy, Vice – chancellor of Yogivemana University, Cuddapah. 

27. Offering long term training programme on communication and Analytical skills to the students in the evening hours and encouraging and helping them to attend all the placement programmes within the campus and outside the campus. 

28. Organizing friendly cricket match between staff & students : PG staff & UG staff : staff & staff : PG staff & students to develop contacts with all the staff members of the college. We also organized a staff cricket match with the staff of CKM college, Warangal. 

29. Extending co-operation and guidance in preparing NAAC reports, organizing Mock Parliament Programmes at various colleges.

Linkages
The college maintains regular contacts with the Universities and other academic bodies for constant guidance. Since the college is centrally located and one of the oldest repute institutes almost all the Government and non-government organizations conduct entrance exams at our college. 

The college has two distance learning institutes i.e. IGNOU and SDLCE of Kakatiya University. About 400 students have taken admissions in IGNOU for various programmes and in SDLCE, another 400 students have been admitted in B.Com course. The staff members are on the Board of studies and moderation Board of Kakatiya University. They have linkages with many organizations like LIC, SISI, DIC, Police Training Centre, PSSCIVE of NCERT, Bhopal. PSSCIVE has organized a five day workshop in our college on ‘Vocational Education System’ from  18-2-2008 to 22-2-2008 Under the Co-ordinatorship of Prof.          A. Shankaraiah, the Director of  P.G Centre. 

The Staff also have linkages with the publishers of text books, journals & magazines which helps in enhancing the academic performance of the staff members.

Part : C

Details of the plans of the institution for the year 2008-2009
The college has well planned methods for quality evaluation, promotion and sustenance of initiatives through various academic programmes that involve students, teachers, parents, management and eminent academicians and administrators. i. Keeping in view the introduction of English (Communication Skills) in Degree final year, it is proposed to equip the Communication Skills Lab with equipment like LCD projector, collar mike, video-camera etc.

ii. In order to enhance the soft skills of the students in group discussions, presentations, negotiations and to enhance the communicative competence of the students which is crucial to them in facing the highly competitive job market, it is proposed to provide pronunciation CDs to Phonetics lab.

Computer Skills :

Basic computer skills required by the selected students shall be provided to make them fit in the job market.

Remedial Classes :


Remedial Classes to academically weak students and special coaching for           scholastically bright students shall be provided.

Awareness Programmes :

i. Aids-awareness, eye-donation awareness, environmental protection programmes are to be taken up by NSS and NCC units. 

ii. Important days like World Teachers Day, World Mathematics Day shall be celebrated to create an awareness among the students.

Inter – Collegiate Activities :

An Inter Collegiate Sports Meet by the Department of Physical Education, an Inter Collegiate debate on the occasion of National Youth Day by the NSS Units and  a Inter Collegiate Commerce Students Meet by the Department of Commerce shall be organized.

Campus Placements :

An effective network shall be established for campus placements through JKC.

Teachers Evaluation :

Feed-back from the students on the teacher’s performance at the end of the academic year shall be collected.

11.
Alumni Activities :

At least two Alumni Meetings in a year are to be arranged to raise funds required for providing financial assistance to poor and meritorious students and for ensuring their participation in various academic programmes.

Construction of Ladies Hostel and Administrative Block for PG Centre :

UGC has released Rs. 50 lakhs for the construction of Ladies Hostel out of  Rs. 1 Crore sanctioned. Hence, steps would be initiated for the construction of Ladies Hostel as per the plans submitted earlier with the financial assistance given by OGA & the Exhibition Society, Hyderabad. We propose to construct Administrative Block for PG Centre which makes the centre full fledged.

A Cultural Club to be installed by inviting experts to give training in the evening hours for the students who are interested in cultural activities. 
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
